Rules

Each player plays 14 games, against each league opponent and each game consists of 4 legs. First person to win the majority of legs wins 2 points, if game is drawn at 2 all. Both opponents earn 1 point, and if game is lost that person will receive no points. At the beginning of each match the two opponents drawn to play each other will throw one dart at bull, and which ever dart is closest means, that player will start the game first, and the next time they play the other person will go first. Each leg starts with both opponents on 501, and for the set to be won either player has to check in and out. After the 14 league matches are played the person who is in first place will play the person in fourth and the person in second place will play the person in third in the semi finals with the winners of each match progressing to the final, the two losing players will play in the 3rd/4th play-off. In the event that any of the top 4 league places are tied it will go down to the +/- in legs to decide who gets the higher place finish but if that should be tied also then there will be a best of 3 legs game played and the winner of that taking the higher place finish. The Semi Finals will be the best of 5 legs and the 3rd/4th play-off and final will be the best of 7. In the event that next season there is a B league formed, the person who finishes bottom will be relegated automatically into that league and the 2nd bottom finisher entering a playoff with the winner of the B league play-offs.
